Charles Steven Talley is an accomplished 
studio and plein air artist living in the city of 
Fredericksburg in the Texas Hill Country. 
He began his art career later than most. Pick-
ing up a brush at the age of thirty-three, 
wanting to be a landscape painter, Talley be-
gan teaching himself to draw and paint while 
living in Colorado. His first art teacher was 
primarily a figurative painter and this began 
the building of the foundation that now 
manifests as Talley’s outstanding works of 
art. 
 
Talley developed an art interest not long af-
ter graduating with a degree in astronomy 

from the University of Texas at Austin in 1978. Ten years later, his career path finally allowed 
him to take his first painting lessons from Sandra Harris, a Western portrait artist living near 
Talley’s home in Colorado. During that time, he also took a workshop with Bob Wygant. A ca-
reer change subsequently caused a hiatus in Talley’s art training. He moved back to his home 
state of Texas and a few years later began painting with Guy Morrow in Corpus Christi. As art 
became more and more a priority, he sought workshops with other artists and has worked with
